What is prayer?

• The Glory Be Prayer shows us that:
•we know about and believe in God: Father, Son and Holy Spirit.
•we love all Three-in-One as well.

• Do you know what the Father, Son and Holy Spirit are called 
together? Try guess!

• They are called The Holy Trinity!

• Trinity sounds like the word “three”, right? Because they are three!



Why do we praise God in the Glory Be Prayer?

•We praise God because he created heaven and earth!

• The Father created everything out of nothing … From the beginning, 
he wanted you and me, all the angels and the world, to come to be!

• The Son saw that everything--the sun and the sky, the oceans and 
the land, all trees, animals and people--are created very good!

• The Holy Spirit continues to take care of all people so we grow to 
love God as much as God loves us!
